VOCATIONAL SKILLS TO 130 DROP OUT STUDENTS: - In collaboration with FVTRS Bangalore 130 drop out youth from Akot, Anjangaon and Chikaldara block were trained in following trades:

The students were trained in two batches and were provided with learning material during the course. They were also given EDP (Entrepreneurship training) and training on Life skill. These trainings have built the future of these drops out students. Three girls were helped to buy tailoring machines and three cell phone repairing students were helped to start their own repair shops.
50 GOATS TO 50 POOR AND MARGINALIZED FAMILIES: 
Through the help of France and Sweden sponsor group we were able to help 50 poor and marginalized families with 50 goats. The purpose of these goats was to support the education of the children. Regular follow up is done of the same families. Among 50 goats around 60% are increased by one or two and 25% had miscarriage and 15% are carrying. 
28 IGPS TO FARMERS
28 farmers were given IGP of Rs. 5000/- for the purchase of seed. This helped the farmers to buy the seeds and sow their fields in time. As per the agreement by 15th of December all the farmers returned their money. The crop was very good. In the month of February 11 farmers were given Rs. 7000/- each for the groundnut field. We feel happy that 39 farmers have benefited from this livelihood project and this will be continued even in the coming year.


TRIBAL COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES: 
With the support of Manos Unidas, Spain we have began the tribal community development project in to 10 villages of Chikaldara block. During this year we were able to form 22 Self Help groups, 10 farmers group and 6 youth group. Various training programs were conducted throughout the year to empower the women and to motivate the farmers to turn towards organic farming. Youth were given training on carrier guidance.
12 groups were given IGP to empower them. Farmers group had formed a band company and during this year they have earned all most 80 to 90 thousand, 3 groups had done group farming and benefited 30 to 40 thousand, 8 groups bought the goats and today they have 25 to 30 goats. 8 individuals were given the IGP. Most of them have started a kirana shop and are earning 3 to 4 hundred daily.  
HEALTH CARE: 
Health check up of day crèche children was done regularly and health awareness programs were conducted in project area. Health camp was conducted at Satti where 10 villages’ people took the benefit from it and 3 patients were directed for further treatment to higher centers.
COACHING CLASSES:
During this year we had 7 coaching classes and almost 240 children were taking benefit from these classes. Children who participated were from the class of 1st to 4th. From 8 am to 10 am regularly classes were conducted and this has helped the children to build their foundation well. In the month of November 3 classes were closed due to disinterest of teachers but the other classes went on well. 
BOARDING CHILDREN: 
During this academic year we were able to sent 11 children from Khatkali, Padharakhadak and Menghat to Nirmala School at Kapustalni. We provided  them educational material that is school bags, school uniform and hostel fees through Michael and Olga’s fund and from various donors help. 
Seeing the improvement in these children this year 20 children from Khatkali, 4 children from Padhrakhadak and 3 children from Menghat have come forward to go to the boarding. We are working at their admission process and also are in search of some sponsors for their boarding fees.  
DAY CRECHE FOR 125 CHILDREN: 
In Padrakhadak, Khatkali and Bhandarj there are 5 units of Day crèche and 125 children from the age of 1 to 4 are benefiting from this project. Children are provided with nutritious food and are taken care by 5 teachers and 5 helpers. In Bhandaraj children are there from 10 to 4 pm but in Khatkali and Padharakhadak from 2 to 5 pm. 
RETAIL MANAGEMENT COURSE FOR 280 YOUTH:  
280 youth were trained in Retail management in three centers namely Bahandaraj, Kapustalni and Popatkhed. It was started in the month of June and completed in the month of September 2016.  They all have got valid certificates which will help them in their future. During this training they were taught life skills, Basic English and retail management skills with interview schedule.
TB AWARENESS PROGRAMS: 
With the support of Mamta TB awareness program is conducted in Anjangaon block. Through Akshay sanwad survey is conducted monthly in different villages of Anjangaon block and Sputum is collected for the checkup. Awareness programs are conducted to create awareness regarding the symptoms of TB. This year 3000 survey was conducted. 300 sputum’s were checked among which around 13 are positive and are under treatment. 
STAFF MEETINGS AND CAPACITY BUILDING:  
Beginning of the year the staff was given orientation of various activities and projects we are having for this year. This has helped us to complete our programs in time and effectively with better understanding  and commitment.
During this year three of them namely Sr. Sanjeeta Tigga and Sr. Sadhana were sent for EDP TOT and Mr. Swapnil was sent for the Life Skill TOT training.

We also participated in the various training programs conducted by NGOs, Funding organizations; Diocesan and province level through which we have gained knowledge and have got motivated to continue our work in better manner. 


II. MATRU SCHAYA HEALTH CENTRE, BHANDARAJ.
Out Patient Department:-

 This year 10461 patients were touched and healed by the divine Physician through our various departments. The patients were attended throughout the day and in the night whenever there was a need. We had a compassionate, gentle approach to everyone who came to us and we were available to all the patients at any time. We cared for the patients without any differences and gave them quality time and care.
Eye Check up twice a month:-

In a regular basis the doctors come from Kottara Community Hospital Paratwada. We have the eye check up twice in a month, on 1st and 3rd Saturday of every month. This year we had 788 ophthalmic patients tested for their vision and treated with the subsidized rate. 94 Cataract Surgeries were done through our health center at Kottara Hospital and 192 patients were provided with spectacles.
Gynaec Check up:-

We get many ANC patients for check up but for the delivery they go to Government Hospital because they do not have to pay the hospital charges and also they get money on discharge.
Pediatric Check up:-

Many children were found with malnutrition and anemia;  We provide special treatment of aloevera and Awla tonics to the malnourished children; with this they gain weight and their immunity power and Hemoglobin level increases.  Then we also had balwadi children’s check up.
Besides the medical treatment the parents are given health education on nutritious food, green leafy vegetables and sprouts and to feed the children with timely intervals and Personal and environmental hygiene.
Pathology (LAB Investigation):-
We have a Pathology Lab where we can do the Blood investigations like Blood sugar, PS for MP, UPT, HIV/AIDS, Blood group and RH. This year we have done 454 various Lab investigations.  
Integrated Counseling and Testing Centre for HIV:-
Our center is working in collaboration with National Aids Control Organization (NACO).The aim is to provide access to quality HIV counseling and testing services to clients who access private/ not for profit health care system in both urban and rural areas. This year 46 HIV tests were done in our health center. On third of every month the report is send to Irvin District Hospital at Amravati through The Govt. Hospital at Anjangaon.                                
Mobile Clinic, Health Education at Tribal area:

We go to different Villages for Mobile clinics, health checkups and Health education. During our visits we give health education to the people on open defecation, communicable diseases, Malaria, Personal hygiene, ANC&PNC care, and how to reduce the malnutrition rate. Special Health education to mothers on balanced diet and use of the green leafy vegetables and other locally available pulses and vegetables through demonstrations.  This year we were not regular with our Mobile clinic.
 Acupuncture and Acupressure:-
We use the cupping method to treat the patients with acute pain and suffering. This year 125 patients has benefitted from this treatment. It is a very effective treatment with instant relief from the severe pain. We treat patients mainly with Joint pain, Shoulder pain, Spondolitis, Lower Back ache and acidity.
 AYURVAEDA  AND PANCHKARMA TREATMENT:-
[image: D:\Rahul\Photo 2015-16\DSCN1850.jpg]  Once in a week we have ayurvedic OPD i.e. on every Thursday. Drs. Abijith Gole M.D. and pallavi Gole M.D in Ayruveda and Panchakarma from Anjangaon come to our Health center to give their generous services. This year we had 727 patients treated with ayurveda for various diseases. 62 patients benefitted from the various Panchkarma treatment. 2 paralyzed patients were admitted for 15 days. After 15 days there was a lot of improvement in these patients.

Herbal Garden and it’s Medicinal Values:- 
We have a herbal garden with 108 plants.  This year due to water deficiency the garden is dry, we are taking measures to improve the quality y of the garden. We use these plants to prepare various medicines like: - Face packs, Decoction, Churnam, lehym, oils, tonics and Chyavanaprash. We have 25 different types of herbal medicines prepared here by ourselves with the help of our Ayurvedic doctors.
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Gold Drops Rasayan plus Therapy:-

This is another procedure of the ayruveda which has begun in our health centre and in Anjangaon  for 0-16 yrs. old children. This drop is given on a particular day i.e. on the Full moon day of the month. It contains Suvarna Bhasma which according to Ayurveda is capable of destroying various toxins in the body. Also promotes growth, builds up immunity and boosts memory. It contains precious medicines like Brahmi, Shankhpushpi, Saphed musali, Amalki and honey to enhance the efficacy. This year 550 children benefitted with this therapy.
Nursing Education: 
We have Nursing Assistance Course for 10 months with 3 months of practical experience in different hospitals at Anjangaon and Akot. We had 13 students for this course this year. Out of the 13 students completed the course 10 of them are working in different Hospitals at Amravati, Paratwada and Pune.  
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 III. MOTHER VERONICA ASHRAY KENDRA, BHANDARAJ
Mother Veronica ashram had 20 cases settled. Divorced cases 3 and ongoing cases 14.  80 Self help groups are formed. 25 groups are given the loan. Various training programs are conducted to empower the women in the villages as well as in the centre. 1girl is sent for the nursing at Panchgani Darshna. 




IV. ADIVASI VIKAS KENDRA SHIONDA
There are 120 children in the boarding, out of which 31 children are new admissions. 42 children from the previous year who have left the boarding have been successfully readmitted to other Ashram schools.                               
Through Adivasi Vikas Kendre, community level activities were held during this reporting period mainly focusing on conducting meetings with Government officials like Block Education Officer, Sarpanch, Schools and other local governing body members, meeting with CBO’s, parents and children who are going to school and those who are school dropouts and other stakeholders for building rapport.
 Education support for children
120 children were provided with education materials needed for schooling. Study classes (from 8.00 to 9.30am) were held by the boarding staff to teach children and in the evening’s children study by themselves. Purchase of the study tables is done. Each class was taught a story and Story Telling Competition was conducted.  Our boarding staff is also teaching the children Art and Craft. The children have learnt to prepare variety of flowers and have decorated their hall. They have also prepared small lamps.
 Conduct monthly health checkups & hygiene activities
6 monthly general health checkups of children are done. Every child’s height and weight measurements were taken. No child was critically ill or suffering from any major illness. 06 Sessions on personal hygiene and cleanliness was also given to the children  explaining them the need to maintain personal cleanliness. 
 Extracurricular activities and cultural programs for children
Before any extracurricular activity is conducted, a meeting is conducted with the children and we get a good participation in terms of decision making process. Children themselves first sit in their Child Parliament Groups and decide and then a common assembly is conducted with all the children together. 
Raksha bhandan was celebrated on 18th August. Children enthusiastically planned and decided the way they wanted to celebrate this festival. After prayers and tying of rakhies, message on brother-sister bonding/relationship was explained to children. 
Girl child day was celebrated in the month of September. Keeping in view the injustice caused to girl children in our society, Adivasi Vikas Kendra staff, Vinod Bhavar spoke on “The importance of girl’s education and their roles and Responsibilities in today’s society”. 
Diwali celebration: Festival of lights is that special time of the year when the spirit of festivity is there for all to share and bring everyone together as a family to celebrate the feast. As one big family, Gnanmata boarding celebrated this day with great joy and eagerness. Our day began with a meaningful prayer service. Children prepared Diwali cards and had Rangoli competition. This year, children decided not to burst crackers nor have fire-works in the boarding campus, considering the consequences on the environment leading to air pollution & noise pollution.
Children’s day was celebrated very creatively for the children. A meaningful prayer was conducted.The Adivasi Vikas kendre and Gnanmata Boarding staff together gave a cultural programme like different educative and entertainment dances. A Fashion Show competition was conducted.
Child Right Day: Child Right Day was celebrated in the month of November. A prayer was organized for the children where the children prayed for those children who are exploited in different ways, for children working as laborers.  A session on Child Rights was given to all the children in the boarding. Story telling competition was conducted for all the classes. 
Christmas Day Celebration. On the 18th of December Christmas was celebrated with all the boarding children. Gnanmata Boarding and AVK staff together planned and made this celebration a memorable one for the children. The day started by invoking God’s blessings. The AVK staff gave a Christmas message on Love, peace and success. The children sang Carols and gave Christmas messages in the villages. 
Alumni Gathering: Children who have passed out from Gnanmata boarding are currently spread out in 4 schools in Dahanu block.  Initial meetings were held in all schools explaining them the purpose of forming an Alumni group, and to form an Alumni group. Total 117 children (58 boys and 59 girls) as alumni members have been identified between the age group 11 to 16 years. The purpose of forming this group is to keep a follow up of the students, to guide them in building their carrier and to encourage them to persevere in their academics. Alumni’s gathering was conducted on the 30th of December. Children from 4 boarding’s namely Vadoli, Talasari, Zari and Uplat were present for the gathering. 73 Students were present for the gathering. It began at 11.00am and ended at 5.30 pm.  The children were welcomed by pinning badges. The programme began with a prayer service followed by a talk on carrier guidance and preciousness /worth of one’s life.  
 Conduct Parent’s meetings
In the month of November an awareness programme was conducted for parents. 75 parents were present for the programme. The Adivasi Vikas staff conducted this session on Importance of Education of a Girl-Child, Child Right, RTE and Health and Nutrition. 
 Conduct meetings and trainings of Children’s Parliament 
In the month of June, children were once again oriented on Children’s Parliament as there are new children admitted in the boarding. With great fervor they participated in the selection of leaders/ministers for the 9 groups. Children of each group have voted for their leaders and secretaries. For their investiture ceremony, 3 nursing students were invited and each of the leaders was felicitated with a badge on which the group name was written. 
On 1st July, children planted 50 trees (of teak, fruits (custard apple, Cashew, Papaya & Tamarind) and bamboo) in the Gnanmata boarding compound as well as in their school premises.
A 6 days training on Child Rights was conducted for the Child Parliament children. The sessions were made very lively. Children were interested to learn more and more about their rights. Sessions on Leadership were taken up. Our leaders have learnt much. Explanation on children’s Participation was given to the children and they were asked to take active part in selecting a Prime Minister for the Boarding. Children have learnt to put forward their demands and conditions. Learnt to make decisions at different levels and write applications. They have written 2 applications on topics---asking for a proper play ground and asking for Desks and Benches for the School, addressing to the Sarpanch . 
Organize trainings for the Gnanmata boarding staff and AVK staff. (Staff Capacity Building)
Trainings on Child Rights, Right to Education Act (RTE), and SMC’s is given to Gnanmata Boarding and AVK staff by Fr. James S.J., total 09 staff has attended this training. An Action Plan is drawn up in order to give input sessions to the CBO’s, Parents, Children’s Club and SMC’s.
He explained the most important Rights that the people ought to know and exercise and to live with dignity in the village. The topics dealt were Human Rights and the Constitution of India, Prohibition of Discrimination, Protection in Respect of Conviction of Offences, Article 21—the Right to live with human dignity, Right to Health, Right against Exploitation, Children’s Right—Right to Education, Role and Functions of School Management Committees.
 Conduct Parents meetings/awareness programmes in communities
The project (AVK) staff have visited and built very good rapport with parents in 3 targeted villages namely Shilonda, Modgaon and Sukadamba.  One awareness session, in each of the 19 tribal hamlets was conducted for parents to motivate them to send their children regularly to school. The topics covered were Child Rights, RTE Act, Functions of SMC’s, and Education of Girl Child. 
 Formation and training of School Management Committees (SMC’s)
The project staff has visited all 13 schools and had meetings with the headmaster/school in charge.The staff is meeting each member individually and giving them an awareness of their role and duties they have to carry as an SMC member. The Staff capacity building/training has taken place after which the staff is now giving training to the SMC’s as prepared in the plan to impart. 
 Conduct awareness programme/information session with Community Based Organization (CBO’s) 
The staff has visited and conducted one initial meeting with 17 CBOs in all 3 villages of Shilonda, Sukhadamba and Modgaon. The CBO’s will be encouraged and motivated to send every child of their groups, communities, to the village school. A training programme has been conducted for them on Child Rights, Right to Education, Education to Girl Child and SMC’s .
 5 new SHG’s were formed and regular follow-up is done of the existing groups. Women’s Day was celebrated together with the Talasari Mission . 2200 women gathered in Varkhanda for the programme.
 Formation and training of Children’s club
The  staff made door to door visits to every child’s home and encouraged them to join the Children’s Club. Meetings with children from all 19 hamlets were conducted and 19 Children’s Club has been formed. Children from class I to XII have joined the Children’s club. Sukhadamba village, Shilonda village children and Modgaon village children’s clubs are formed 
The children from all the 19 villages have come up with the idea that they will take the responsibility of bringing the children to school, especially the dropouts and those who are enrolled in school but are not regular. They also want to stop Child Labor in their villages.The  purpose of Children’s Clubs is that, the children will ensure 100% attendance of children in school.
Meeting with Government officials at Block/district Level
Initial meetings were held with the BEO of Dahanu Block to seek support for conducting teacher training in schools. The response from the BEO was very positive and he has assured us of his support. 
Meetings with NGO’s Networks and Education Forums
The  staff is in the process of identifying NGO’s and various networks, forums working for the cause of the children especially related to improving quality of education in schools at the local level as well as at the district/state level.

V. HOLY CROSS HEALTH CENTRE – SHILONDA
30-50 patients came for the treatment daily. During the year 10000 patients benefited from the health center. Shilonda. Mobile clinics in three villages were done regularly. 400 children received individual care and attention concerning their health and hygiene. Various herbal medicines were prepared at the health center. 800 patients benefited from the health camp.
VI. Sponsorship program Report, Amravati
 We have 360 children in the sponsorship list. They were given all the necessary things needed for their studies like books, stationery, school bags, uniform, shoes, school fees etc. Their medical treatment also was seen too. Besides these children who are in the list we reached out to nearly 600 children. The main aim of the agencies is education of children up to 12thclass. 
  There are 3 students who are doing their B.sc Nursing, 1 G.N.M., 1 A. N.M, and 1  D.ed . 10 students completed MS-CIT course 12 students cutting and tailoring course.
 We are facing challenges too. Most of our sponsor parents are old some died and some are not able to continue helping. Now hardly any new people are coming forward to sponsor. So number of sponsored children in the list is coming down. Decline in number means we are receiving less money.
VII. DIVYA JYOTI SOCIAL CENTRE, MARTIN NAGAR, NAGPUR
Admissions were open to interested students for English speaking classes, coaching classes, beauty parlor,&  Tailoring classes for skill development. There had been students in each of the mentioned sector. English speaking class got dissolved after three months due to time pressure of the students themselves. Beauty parlor students successfully completed their course in November with six months training.  One batch of  Tailoring students also completed and now the second batch is regularly attending. Coaching classes are conducted one for the smaller class students and late evening for the higher class.
Pre – school:  The tiny tots are given opportunity to familiarize with school atmosphere.We have created a home atmosphere for the little toddlers in the class room, so much so, some of them prefer to stay on even after time

It a joy to see the parents taking lot of interest to provide good education to their children.
